Jón and Ívar, sworn enemies on the field, go together on an emotional journey with both dramatic and exciting consequences and find a friendship that will endure – and a nearby volcano will wake from its slumber.

When he was studying Psychology in the University he caught his first break to compose music for a feature length film. That project was one of the most famous movie franchises in Iceland, “Algjör Sveppi”. The movie was the third one in the quadrology of the adventures of “Algjör Sveppi” and was called The Magic Wardrobe. He also wrote the music to the fourth one, The Biggest Rescue.  Since then Kristjan has composed music to nine feature length films, several shorts and documentaries as well as two television series. His work has touched on variety of genres such as thrillers, horror, adventure, comedy and many more. Kristjan also does music for tv commercials and teaches music and movie making in an elementery school in Reykjavik when he is not doing music.
